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In the dissertation with a complex view were studied historical preconditions
of the Russian invasion into the Autonomous Republic of Crimea in 2014 and
practical studies of the information-psychological operation with the annexation of
the peninsula. On the basis of modern scientific approaches the definitions of the
concepts «hybrid war», «information wary», «information-psychological operation»
are specified. Materials attesting to Russia’s military-political expansion against
the Ukrainian have been put into scientific circulation. The chronological
dimension shows the propaganda struggle of the Soviet government, and after the

collapse of the USSR — of the Russian ruling circles for the establishment of their



control over the Crimea. Russia's large-scale cultural expansion was an integral
part of the preparations for the annexation of the Crimean peninsula, where, under
the slogans of supporting its compatriots, the Russian government pursued a
manipulative policy of forming an anti-Ukrainian worldview among the Crimean
people. Due to the informational influence of the population of the peninsula,
appropriate stereotypes of thinking were created, which guided people in the right
direction for the Russian leadership. It turned out that a major shortcoming of the
policy of the Kyiv authorities in Crimea was the misunderstanding that the
ideological confrontation had shifted to the sphere of culture, which had long
remained in the background. Ukraine started to oppose the Russian propaganda
system with a significant delay. It has been proved that the preparation for the
annexation of the peninsula was part of the implementation of the Kremlin's
geopolitical doctrine, as evidenced by the early preparation of several scenarios of
invasion of our territory. The annexed Ukrainian Crimea was effectively turned
into a testing ground for testing new concepts of information and special
operations. The propaganda component became key in the Russian occupation of
Crimea, being not an adjunct to armed aggression, but an independent element of
the hybrid war against Ukraine.

Information and psychological operation in the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea was prepared by the goals, forms, measures of the action. Its target
audiences were, in addition to the Crimean people, the population of Russia;
Russian-speaking citizens of Ukraine; servicemen of the Armed Forces of Ukraine,
parts of which were stationed on the territory of the autonomy; international
community. It is proposed to periodize the information expansion of Russia in the
Crimea from the latent phase, through escalation to post-axial reduction of
information tension around the incorporation of the peninsula. It was found that the
latent phase included separate IPsO, which were carried out in four stages. Strong
informational and psychological pressure on the target groups was directed at the

revision of historical events, revision of Ukraine’s borders, discrediting its political



course, forming a negative opinion of the Ukrainian leadership, widespread
implementation of Russian narratives.

It has been shown that information methods of struggle became decisive
during the annexation of the Crimea and ensured the deployment of special
operations forces in the autonomy and the rapid capture of important infrastructure.
Technologies and methods of propaganda used during the Crimean IPSO are
highlighted. It is established that the events on the peninsula in 2014 can
undoubtedly be qualified as a criminal aggression of the Russian Federation
against Ukraine in the form of illegal occupation and annexation of Ukrainian
territory. After the annexation, Russia’s information policy was aimed
atreinforcing the ideology of Russia’s historical affiliation, recognizing the
legitimacy of the Crimean «referendumy», legitimizing the occupying power,
integrating Crimea into Russia’s legal, political, information space, and
purposefully misinforming the world community about the real situation. It is
proved that counteraction to Russian informational and psychological influences
requires the creation of a strategic historical narrative, strengthening of Ukrainian
self-identification, as well as analysis and forecasting of informational dangers on
the part of the Russian Federation.
