Thor Chornovol. “Webb’s Thesis”, William Hardy NcNeill, and Europe Steppe Frontier

The author continues his comparative investigations of the issue of frontier first introduced
by Frederick J. Turner in 1893. This article focused on the legacy of Walter P. Webb (1888-1963)
and William H. McNeill (born 1917). Webb suggested his own version of the global frontier in the
light of the relations between European Metropolis with its colonial peripheries, although such an
idea met strong criticism. He also focused on the determined impact of the frontier peoples upon
world economy (boom hipophesis), literature, science, and art of the early modern period (Frontier
Age). His book “The Great Frontier” (1952) was treated as the main achievement in the field of
comparative frontiers, probably, up to 1986. Now W. McNeill is known as the most respectable
explorer of the comparative frontiers. Updating the views of Turner and Webb, he extended the
“Great Frontier” idea onto the Great Eurasian Plain, focused upon the Euro-Ottoman frontier, and
provided the historiography of the Eurasia with Europe s Steppe Frontier thesis.
